PS-strong Graz Autumn Fair: a great variety of offers and plenty of entertainment.
The largest public exhibition in southern Austria will run from the 25th September to the 3rd October 2010 and will be held on the Graz exhibition grounds. Aside from an ensured variety of offers from around 450 exhibitors from 15 countries worldwide, the special exhibition this year is dedicated to the topic of 'Motorsport Fascination'. The amusement park will be even more spectacular this year and has expanded by a further 4000 m². 
Based on the number of visitors (in the past few years there has been an average of 130,000 visitors), the Graz Autumn Fair is by far the largest trade fair event in southern Austria and one of only two Austrian public exhibitions which run for a total of 9 days. In eight exhibition halls and the open exhibition grounds, trade offers from the areas of construction & housing, household, fashion, well-being, food and nations will attract lots of interest. One event that will prove particularly popular is the fashion show from the art and fashion team, which will take place four times daily in the upper floor of exhibition hall A. In the world of culinary delights which will be based in the ‘Stadthalle’, the Chamber of Agriculture will present a completely new exhibition concept – 'farm of enjoyment'. In addition to the newly designed food area, 12 dance schools which will quasi be opening the Styrian dance season during the Autumn Fair, constitute another novelty. 
A wide range of offers from many different small and medium-sized companies
Whilst the range of offers up and down the country is dominated by the largest market providers therefore making it very similar, the trade fair strongly represents individual variety. For this reason, there will be more than 50 fashion retailers at the Graz Autumn Fair - 17 of which will come from Italy, as well as around 60 exhibitors in the area of 'health and well-being' and more than 100 companies from the construction and housing industry. Furthermore, one would rarely have another opportunity to gain such a varied, regional and international offer of culinary delights than at the Graz Autumn Fair. 
Special Exhibition 'Motorsport Fascination'
The Graz Autumn Fair will present many highlights from the history of motorsport, legendary car brands and race series vehicles - from the Formula 1 car with which Niki Lauda won his first World Championship points, to the Red-Bull Formula 1 race car. Furthermore, you can take a glimpse at the various milestones from the history of motorsport, from 'Le Mans' to the 'Indy car series'. Special emphasis will be put on 'technologies' and 'driving skills' and, last but not least, the exhibition will give an insight into the development of engines and vehicles from the Technical University of Graz.
New Fun-Mile: Amusement Park + Legenstein's Styrian house + Food Hall + the ORF stage
Throughout this year's Autumn Fair, the visitors can expect to see a new Fun Mile: which will include the amusement park and the semi-covered hall B, 'Legenstein's Styrian house' in Hall E as well as the newly designed food area in Hall D, in which visitors, exhibitors and their customers are offered a variety of different foods to be enjoyed in atmospheric surroundings. Companies such as Legenstein, Grossauer, Tre Amici, Sorger and Hornig will ensure that none of our visitors go hungry. "Schlager" singers will take to the ORF stage every day in the trade fair park. 
The sky is set to rock above Graz: amusement park expands further and gets a roof
The biggest amusement park of Styria offers great fun and entertainment. This year, the public's favourite attraction is set to expand even further and has been extended to Hall B which therefore means 4000 m² will be under a roof. Around 60 national and international theme park rides will ensure a spectacular and thrilling experience for all; e.g. for the first time in Graz: particularly the Sky Rocker – the first rotating swing which rotates a whole 360°, 22 metres high with thousands of LED lights.
Attractive mid-week highlight
During the '1-EURO-DAY' on Monday the 27th September, the entrance and majority of rides in the amusement park will cost just 1 Euro. There will also be new themed days during the week, which include special offers for target groups: this includes seniors on a Tuesday, ladies, children and teenagers on a Wednesday (free entry for those under 18 years of age and discounts in the amusement park), farmers on a Thursday (including the farm day of the Chamber of Agriculture and the Farmer's Association evening event) – as well as the 'SAVINGS-day' on a Friday.
Free entry from 18:00.

The exhibition halls are open daily from 10 am until 6 pm. From 6 pm, entry into the amusement park and the food areas in Halls D and E is free (open until 1 am).
